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These are commonly discovered
on both ultrasound and CT and
can be a diagnostic dilemma
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The optimum imaging strategy depends
on factors such as whether the patient
has a history of a relevant malignancy or
risk factors for hepatocellular carcinoma
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Does the patient have a
known primary neoplasm?
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Does the patient have known
risk factors for hepatocellular
carcinoma (HCC)?
